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The virus that causes AIDS is still in-
fecting people. We should take precau-
tions to prevent the sharing of bogyél -

' bacteria. Sometimes accidents occur or]

mistakes are made which result in expo
sure to these germs. If this happens,
immediate, thorough hand washing is

mended way to do hand washing:
Get your hands wet under a runningzater and then place
soap in your palm.
Now move your hand way from the running water and scru
your hands togethemworking the soap around the finger nails, the
back of the hands, around the fingers, and up to the wristJse a
fingernail to clean under your fingernails.
Work the soap aroundor around 15 secondsand then rinse
the soap clear of your hands.
Dry your hands

Of course good hand washing prevents illness even when we &
not aware of exposure to viruses or bacteria. That is why it is impg
tant to wash your hands whenever they are dirty (after using the
bathroom, before eating, after you cover your nose or mouth to
sneeze or cough). It is also important to wash your hands after yo
take off gloves worn to protect yourself when picking up communi
cups or cleaning a bleeding cut.
